THE OBJECTIVE OF THE SOCIETY WILL BE THE ADVANCEMENT OF THE AGRICULTURAL CAPABILITIES IN THE DISTRICT, THE ENCOURAGMENT OF THE BREEDING OF
CATTLE, SHEEP, HORSES AND OTHER LIVESTOCK, AND THE IMPROVEMENT OF BREEDS.

ALL CLASSES ARE OPEN UNLESS SPECIFIED.
